Afterwards he came running to our house
and just cried and cried. Afterwards he sat up, got over it, came and gave me a big hug, and said,
“sorry Daddy”. Then he apologized to the others as well. It gave me great joy to know he is now
experiencing a normal life... one with boundaries and consequences established by real love.

Elmer has been going to some of the summer school classes at the Frontline Christian Academy.
He is doing well, and is smart. But it's definitely a big adjust-
ment for him to learn to sit and concentrate again. Regular
classes begin June 13th, and we have told him that when
he finishes ten PACES (study books) he will get the bicycle
he has been praying for... which elicits a huge smile! He’s
really excited to have his first bike.
