An Abused Child

We knew the street children’s ministry would bring other “scenarios” to our door, and indeed it has. We currently have a
women and her two year old daughter in our care. A few days ago we were called upon (by DSWD) to help them with a
terrible situation. A women had been found trying to commit suicide by stepping in front of oncoming traffic — with her
two year old daughter in her arms. She was clearly unstable, and basically in-
coherent. Later, after she had been convinced to come to our center, it was
learned that the daughter had been abused. The next day a medical doctor
confirmed that the child had been raped, and surmised the mother had suf-

fered a nervous breakdown.

Since then we have been caring for them both. They are both very thin and
obviously malnourished. Please pray that we can minister successfully to this
terrible situation and that this child will be kept from harm. We may be asked
later (if the mother is actually found to be mentally unstable) to keep the child in

our care, and eventually into our orphanage. Of course we will have to wait to

see if indeed the mother recovers and can be expected to make reasonable Mother with her two year old daughter

decisions with us. Please pray with us.

The team there did a fantastic job
working with the local churches, conducting evangelism in dozens of baran-
gays throughout the Naga City region and other nearby towns.

The largest crusade — a joint effort between ourselves, the local churches,
and James Horvath Ministries — rocked the city of Naga! A great choir sing-
ing with the Frontline Band had the plaza pulsating with awesome praise
and worship every night. The final nights drew the largest crowds ever seen
in the Plaza there, and thousands of conversions were recorded throughout.

But perhaps the most heart-thrilling news to us were the new churches that were established as a result of the various
barangay crusades. In one place, where Pastors had tried for years to establish a church, TWO churches were estab-
lished immediately after the crusade! Praise the Lord! Another Pastor told us that he too has a new church started where

a Frontline crusade was done.
