 So far we have had our tent in one 
city in the county of Arad by the 

name of Curtici.   Sadly we were only 
able to work together with one of the 
local churches there.  There are two 
there. Often when we go into a town 
or city tragically there is some kind of 
division between the different 
denominations.  And if we want to 
work with one of them the other does 
not want to participate.  This was the 
case in Curtici.  And honestly I am 
sorry to have to report this but this 
was the reality.  And even though the 
one church that did work with us 
participated, I can say 100% the 
disunity, had an effect on the 
evangelization.  I think all of us know 

that this is a common problem in the 
Body of Christ – disunity.  In spite of 
that many people heard the gospel of 
Jesus Christ but not as many as there 
would have been if the other church 
had participated.  We were 

disappointed, but did our best to 
faithfully preach God’s precious 
word.   

GGHHII OORROOCC::   

This week we will, the Lord willing, 
set the tent up in a small town by the 
name of Ghioroc.  In the area there 
are several small towns that run right 
into each other – Cuvin, Minis, and 
Paulis.  This area is renowned for the 
area of Romania where the 
Pentecostal movement first took root. 
Here we find a different situation 
from Curtici.  It seems that the 
different churches are willing to work 
together for the glory of God, both 
Pentecostal and Baptist.  PTL!   We 
have been given permission to use a 
football field right behind the main 
elementary school of Ghioroc, and in 
the center of the town, and free of 

charge.  It is a very good tent site, and 
we look forward to the time we will 
be there. It never ceases to amaze me 
how in the same county you can find 
such different situations among the 
believers.  I should mention that in 
the actually town Ghioroc there is no 
organized congregation of believers.  

OOLLTTEENNII AA::   

Oltenia is a region that makes up a 
very large part of the south here in 
Romania.  But compared to the region 
that we are now in there are very few 
believers.  We visited twice in two 
weeks the city of Slatina, and city of 
100,000 people in the county called, 

Olt.  I was told by a dear pastor there 
that Olt has in it 500,000 inhabitants 
with only about 500 true followers of 
the Lord.  Why is that?  It is because 
the religious traditions are very strong 
there as well many people practice to 
one degree or the other – occultism.  
We met one Saturday with the pastors 
of three different churches to discuss 
taking the tent there next year.  All of 
them were enthusiastic about it.  One 

of the churches owns a piece of 
property, a future church building site 
– right in the center of the city that is 
more than big enough to set our tent 
on.   As well this site is surrounded 
by many high-rise apartment 
buildings.  This is a very good 
situation for tent meetings here in 
Romania as we have learned over the 
years.  We have also been invited to 
an area near a small city called 
Calafat were there are towns of up to 
7000 inhabitants without any 
believers in the town!  The brother 
who invited us just had the first water 
baptism, ever, in a village of 4000 + 

people.  He had to labor there for 2 
years, commuting there from Arad, to 
see that result.  But PTL his 
persistence has brought fruit.
